FIRST MALAYSIAN FAMILY LIFE SURVEY, 1976-1977 (ICPSR 6170)

SUMMARY: The First Malaysian Family Life Survey, 1976-1977 (MFLS-
1), was conducted in Peninsular Malaysia as a retrospective life
history survey of 1,262 households containing an ever-married woman
aged 50 or younger. Full life histories were collected through
personal interviews with these women and their husbands regarding
fertility-related events, marriage, employment, migration, income

and wealth, attitudes and expectations with respect to family size

and composition, community characteristics, time allocation, and
transfers of goods, help, and money between the respondents and
others. The survey collected data in three separate rounds held at
four-month intervals. The majority of the survey was administered

in Round 1, while the second and third rounds collected data on new
guestions not asked in Round 1 and also updated some of the Round 1
data, most notably the work and pregnancy histories. In October
1981, the individual-level dataset (Part 142) was created,
consisting of one fixed-length record per individual per household.
Variables included at both the individual and household levels
provide information on demographics, time allocation, and income
and wealth. Due to processing constraints, most of the
retrospective data have been omitted from the individual-level
dataset.

UNIVERSE: Ever-married women aged 50 or younger and their current
spouses living in Peninsular Malaysia.

SAMPLING: The sample consisted of 1,262 households in 52 areas in
Peninsular Malaysia containing an ever-married woman (one who had
been married at least once) aged 50 or younger. Forty-nine of the
areas were selected by area probability methods and three were
purposively selected to give additional representation to Indian
families and to families living in fishing communities.

NOTE: (1) This data collection was created by the principal
investigators to replace their hierarchical version, which is not

distributed by ICPSR. This multifile version also contains four

files not included in the hierarchical version: Parts 93 and 94,

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PREFACE

This report is one of a series of publications growing out of a
survey and research project to investigate the influence of certain
economic and institutional factors om couples' fertility behavior in
Peninsular Malaysia. The project was funded by the U.S. Agency for
International Development and was conducted by The Rand Corporation
in collaboration with, initially, the Department of Statistics of the
Government of Malaysia, and, subsequently, Survey Research Malaysia,
Sdn. Bhd. The purpose of the project was to identify factors within
the range of direct public policy influence that affect birthspacing
and family size, and to estimate the magnitude of statistical rela-
tionships between these factors and fertility outcomes.

The data-gathering phase of the study, which is now complete,
has involved the development of field testing of survey instruments;
the training of field personnel; the collection, coding and cleaning
of data; and the preliminary statistical investigation of research
hypotheses. Project output includes the resulting data set, reports
on initial research findings, and materials of methodological and
operational interest to investigators who use the data set or are
involved in similar projects.

The present report contains the survey instruments and field
materials used to collect project data, as well as a general descrip-
tion of field procedures.1 Because the development and inclusion of
questionnaire items have been continually and strictly governed by the
seven research hypotheses that guide the content of this study,2 the
questionnaires themselves are somewhat idiosyncratic. On the one hand,
the research emphasis on the interrelatedness of several areas of house-
hold behavior leads to coverage of more aspects of family life than are
usually included in one survey. On the other hand, many questions com-
monly asked in a single-purpose survey are omitted here, because they
were deemed of less value in testing the hypotheses. In addition, the
instruments are, of course, tailored to Malaysia. In other cultural
and socio-economic settings, many of the codes would have to be adjusted,
and the form and sequencing of several of the questionnaires might not

be appropriate.

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I. INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

This section describes the purpose of the survey, the survey
instruments, and the design and operation of the fieildwork. The

questionnaires are reproduced in Sectiom II.

PURPOSE OF THE SURVEY

The questionnaires used in the project were designed to provide
data for estimating the magnitude of key economic and biomedical
relationships affecting birthspacing, family size, and breastfeeding
patterns of families in Peninsular Malaysia. The goal was to identify
factors amenable to public policy influence that directly or indirectly
affect fertility outcomes.

Testing our research hypotheses1 required data on the following

subjects:

o Demographic dependent variables

Pregnancy intervals and outcomes
Lengths of lactation
Contraceptive use

o Primary demographic and biological conditioning factors

Marital status
Spouse separation
Child deaths
Lengths of postpartum amenorrhea
o Major determinants of opportunity cost of a woman's time

Compatibility of these activities with child care
Availabiliry of child-care substitutes

Family income
Family wealth

ceptives, weaning foods, schooling, water sanitation, and .

medical services.

SURVEY INSTRUMENTS

Nearly all the individual questionsin the survey instruments are

designed to elicit data on one or more of the conceptual variables
listed above. The other survey questions f£ill data needs that cannot
be so briefly summarized. The number of questions and the amoumt of
surveying in this study may seem large in relation to the number of
hypotheses and conceptual variables. However, some conceptual variables
such as family income, family wealth, the economic value of children to
parents, and the opportunity cost of women's time with children have
many components that must be separately documented. Other conceptual
variables such as women's and children's time use are subject to con-
siderable seasonal variation as well as substantial recall error when
the reference period is long.

These and other general considerations, along with a variety of
factors specific to the Malaysian setting, led to a longitudinal survey
design consisting of three rounds, four months apart. Questions were
clustered into questionnaires more according to the desired respondent
and reference period for each question than to the conceptual similarity
of groups of questioms. For'example, information necessary to construct
empirical proxies for the economic value of children is drawn from
questionnaires MFl1, MF4, MF5, MF7, and MF8, while family income is
derived from information in questionnaires MF2, MF3, MF4, MF5, and
MF6. Within questionnaires, questions are, of course, sequenced accord-

ing to standard interviewing considerations.



The questionnaires were field-tested in different socioeconomic

by members of the professional staff of the Census and Demography
Division, Department of Statistics, the Government of Malaysia, in
collaboration with the Rand project leaders. Each qdestionnaire was
first tested in a controlled enviromment in the office of the Depart-
ment of Statistics in Kuala Lumpur and then in both urban and rural
private households around Kuala Lumpur.

Subsequent tests took place in rural Malay fishing wvillages in
Trengganu {(on the east copast of Peninsular Malaysia), in a west coast
padi area, among urban Chinese and Indian families, and among several
rural Chinese families. Tests were conducted in Malay, English,
Mandarin, Cantonese, and Tamil. Interview-reinterview checks on reli-
ability and husband-wife comparisons of validity were made at this
stage. This sequence of testing facilitated questionnaire development
in controlled, then semicontrolled, environments, while developing the
instruments in the necessary languages and in forms that did not con-
stitute interviews of excessive length.

Subsequently, extensive modifications were made by Survey Research
Malaysia during the training and final field-testing phases. The need
for these modifications came to light during class practice and trial
interviews, and it was decided to adopt the system of question books
and recording forms presented in Section II below. All instructions
to interviewers were printed in order in the question book, from which
the interviewers read all questions verbatim. This ensured standardi-
zation in the wording and order of questions. All survey instruments,
except MF1l, the Community Questionnaire, were formatted for keypunch-
ing directly from the questionnaire.

Below, we briefly describe the purpose of each gquestionnaire,
indicating to whom and how often it was administered. This infor-
mation is summarized in Table 1. The questionmaires are reproduced

in Section II.

MF1l: Household Roster

Questionnaire MFl is administered to the selected ever-married
woman (EMW)1 or other adult female household member who has lived with
the household for at least one year. This questionnaire is administered
during the first survey round and repeated during subsequent rounds.

The Household Roster questionnaire records the demographic charac-
teristics of all persons who currently live in the household and of
other persons who lived with the household for at least three of the
last twelve months. This information is used to determine the eligible
respondents for the other questiomnaires. In MFl, each resident is
assigned a personal identification number that is used to identify
him or her in other questionnaires and subsequent survey rounds.

The following types of information are collected in MFl: com—
position of household; relationships among household members; number
of months each member resided in the household in the last twelve
months; ethnic community; sex, birthdate, age, and marital status
of each household member; literacy (reading and writing abilicy);
current attendance in school; highest level of schooling completed
by each member; highest school certificate obtained; and basic
characteristics of the last school attended by each member.

MF2: Female Retrospective

This questionnaire is administered to all selected ever-married
women less than 50 years old. It is given during the first survey
round and updated during subsequent rounds.

Questionnaire MF2 elicits a life history of pregnancles, lacta-
tions, first postpartum menstruations, contraceptive use, marital
status changes, migration, house characteristics and household com-
.position, help with children, and education and training of each
respondent, as well as a work history that includes occupation,
amount of time worked for each job held, and earnings at intervals of
not more than three years. The information in MF2 is documented from
age 15, age of first marriage, or age of first pregnancy, whichever
is earliest.

The interview procedures for MF2 (and MF3) emphasize cross-
referencing dates and respondent ages across events in different life
areas. This technique helps determine the dates of particular events
and facilitates checking the consistency of the 1life history over time
and across life areas. Such cross-checking during the interview is
greatly aided by the accurate birth registration records kept by
virtually all mothers as part of the Malaysian vital statistics and

citizen identification systems.

MF3: Male Retrospective

This questionnaire 1s administered to all present husbands of
selected women less than 50 years old.1 Like MF2, it is administered
during the first survey round and updated during subsequent rounds.

The Male Retrospective questionnaire elicits a life history, from
age 15 or first marriage (whichever is earliest) to the present,
covering schooling and training, marital status changes, occupations,
earnings, amount of time worked, property owned, and gifts, inheri-

tances, and dowries received.

MF4 and MF5: Time Budgets

MF4 and MF5 are administered in each survey round to female
respondents and their present husbands, producing documentation
of seasonal variation in time allocation.

For all.parket and nonmarket activities of interest, including
all jobs, unpaid family w;rk, schooling, training, cottage industry,
housework, and child care (but excluding recreational activities and
sleep), MF4 and MF5 document the number of hours spent at the activity
in the last seven days the activity was performed, the number of
weeks the activity was performed in the last four months, the rate
of pay (if any) in cash and/or kind for the activity, distance from
Home to the place of the activity, amount of help received, and
presence of children less than 11 years old while the activity was
being performed. Time use of eligible male and female respondents,
of their children living with them, and of other helpers (paid or

unpaid) 1s documented.

lIf the EMW has no husband or he is not available for interview,
the property and gifts section is still administered, with the EMU as
respondent.



MF6: Income and Wealth

Data on income and wealth are collécted for each sample house-
hold in MF6. The primary respondent is the male head of household;
if he is not present or is unable to give complete information on
all categories covered in this gquestionnaire, other household members
are interviewed. MF6 is administered during each survey round. The
reference period is 12 months in the first round and 4 months in the
latter rounds.

This questionnaire gathers information on all income (except
that covered in MF4 and MFS5) received by the household in the refer-
ence period, quantities of property and durable goods owned, and
changes in these components of wealth in the reference period. Data
are collected on agricultural production; ownership of animals; busi-
nesses owned; services performed; gifts from non-household members
inheritances or dowries received; income from insurance, pensions,
retirement programs, or interest; income received from renting out
rooms, houses, or land; ownership of land; and possession of durable
goods. 1In addition, MF6 collects information on money borrowed or
interest paid in the reference period and on whether the respondent
or his spouse are covered by the government retirement program (Em—
ployees' Provident Fund [EPF]), have any kind of insurance, and/or
have had money in a bank or savings account in the reference period.

MF?7 and MF8: Attitudes and Expectations

These questionnaires are administered only during the second
survey round to all ever-married women less than 50 years old and to
their present husbands.

The Attitudes and Expectations questionnaires elicit information
about ages at which sons and daughters became helpful in various activ-
ities, expected occupations and educational attainment of childrenm,
help in cash, goods, and services that respondents have given to their
parents and help they receive or expect to receive from their own
children, other types of expected old-age support, desired family size,
number of respondents' siblings, education and occupation of respon-

dents' parents, and opinions regarding various fertility-related areas.



MF9: Networks of Sup_port1

This questionnaire was added to the project in the third round
of the survey. The network questionnaire's purpose is to document
flows of goods, help and money (including loans) between respondents
in this sample and their relatives, friends and acquaintances. The
questionnaire documents the types, amounts and directions of transfers
during the previous 12 months, and the obligations incurred because
of the transfers. The questionnaire is administered to the EMW.

MF10: Migrationl

The purpose of this questionnaire is to determin; the extent of
geographic mobility, and to ascertain the causes and consequences of
families' migration. The questionnaire covers all the moves made by
the family, and then focuses on the most recent time the respondent
made a complete change of home and workplace. It examines the fol-
lowing features of this migration: distance moved, accompaniment
of family, reasons for moving, where lived on arrival, economic sup-
port received and employment status after moving, prior knowledge of
destination, and return moves back to origin. The questionnaire is
administered to the husband in the third round of interviewing.

MFll: Community Questionnaire

For each primary gampling unit in the sample, infermation is collected
covering schools, family planning clinics, job markets, and prices of
relevant commodities. This questionnaire also gives a historical
perspective on epidemics, floods or droughts, job training programs
and public utilities, family planning programs, and schools. The
questionnaire is administered to a variable number of spokesmen in
each commmity, and where necessary, it is supplemented from external
information sources. The data were collected throughout the survey

period.

lA11 phases of work on Questionnaires MF9 and MF10 were supported
by a separate contract with the U.S. Agencv for International Development.



SAMPLE DESIGN
The sample for the study comsists of 1262 private households that

each contain at least one ever-married woman (i.e., one who has been
married at least once, regardless of her present marital status) less
than 50 years of age at the time of the initial visit.

The gsample households are contained in 52 areas in Peninsular
Malaysia, as pictured in Figure 1. Forty-nine of the areas were selec-
ted by area probability sampling methods.I Three areas were purposive-
ly selected to give additional representation to Indian families and to
families living in f: shing communities.

The geographic areas, called Primary Sampling Units (PS5Us), were
selected from a sampling frame which covers the whole land area of
Peninsular Malaysia.z A PSU contains approximately 220 Dwelling Units
(DUs); a DU is defined as an enclosed private living area which has
a separate entrance from a public area.3

All Dwelling Units were recorded on specially drawn maps, addresses
listed, and DUs numbered in a systematic sequence. 2,088 DUs were
selected randomly within the 52 PSUs. Excluding DUs which were found
to be vacant, locked-up or demolished; those where there was no ever-
married woman, or where she was over 50 years of age; and those that

RESPONDENT SELECTION _
A Dwelling Unit can be occupied by two or more families or house-

holds, i.e., groups of people who have separate eating and/or cooking
arrangements. It was decided that only one ever-married woman (EMW)
would be interviewed in each Dwelling Unit because of practical problems
inherent in conducting more than one set of interviews in the same DU,
particularly in terms of loss of rapport with the respondent. Much of
the information collected for the survey is either intimate (e.g., preg-
nancy outcomes, contraception) or confidential (e.g., details on the house-
hold's income and wealth).

The procedure adopted was to list all ever-married women in the
DU in descending order of age. Each woman was then numbered and a selec-
tion made using the serial number of the DU on the Kish grid.. The selec-
ted woman became the prime respondent, her husband (if available) the
secondary respendent. The Respondent Selection Form is reproduced
in Section III.

FIELD PERSONNEL

SEM recruited and trained twenty~five female interviewers for

this survey. They were recruited from all over Peninsular Malaysia
and were selected on the basis of educational qualifications and apti-
tude. Over 600 applications were received; 200 women were interviewed;

27 were selected for training and 25 qualified to work om the project.

1of the 2,088 DUs initially selected, 826 were disqualified for
the following reasons: 98 were demolished; 131 were vacant; 46 were
locked-up with repeated callbacks failing to establish contact; 136
had no ever-married woman; 285 had only an ever-married woman older
than 49; 61 refused to cooperate; 55 were rejected for other reasons,
including sickness or insanity of the ever-married woman and unusual
languages that could not be handled; and 14 began round 1 interviewing
but could not complete it.

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Five of these became office editors and coders once they had received
the full training and some field experience. The team of 20 field
interviewers consisted of 10 Malays, 7 Chinese, and 3 Indians. The
Chinese interviewers were selected for their ability to read Chinese
and their knowledge of the main Chinese dialects in Malaysia (mainly
Cantonese and Hokkien, but also Teochew, Khek and Mandarin).

The interviewers underwent an intensive six-week training program.l
after which the questionnaires were translated into the vernacular lan-
guages and further briefings, class practice, and trial interviews were
carried out. Independent back translations were obtained and the in-
struments were finally submitted to full-scale field trials. The
manual given to interviewers explaining interviewing procedures is
reproduced in Section III.

PROJECT CONTROL

The project was controlled by a senior research executive at Sur-

vey Research Malaysia, Sdn. Bhd., under the supervision of two re-
search directors. The project group consisted of four specialist exe-
cutives. Of these, the research executives' task was to supervise
production, involving the arranging of typing, translating, printing,
collating and dispatch of questionnaires and forms. The task also
involved maintaining a daily link with the field. Other general office
administration procedures came under this area also.

The data processing executive was in charge of checking, editing,
and coding the questionnaires, He alsoc supervised the punching, veri-
fying and computer editing of the data cards. Finally, he transferred
all data to type for dispatch to The Rand Corporation and rectified
subsequently identified errors.

The fieldwork executive was in charge of the three interviewing
teams, which for the most part were operating at some distance apart.

His role was to control logistics, keep to schedules, and ensure that

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team compositions were suitable for the language requirements of the
area. He was also responsible for the back-checking and rectification
of errors identified ar the office editing stage. The fieldwork exe-
cutive was backed up by three field supervisors whose tasks were to or-
ganize the interviewing on a day-to—-day basis, to assist the interviewers
in respondent selection, to help in obtaining cooperation from respon-
dents, to witness and check the interviews, to organize appointments, and
to complete daily records of interviewing. They also maintained the
correct interval between interviews.

The community executive had the task of obtaining information on
the PSUs at the community level. This was collected in the PSUs where
possible; otherwise, it was taken from central files. In the PSUs,
interviews were conducted with personnel from Govermment hospitals,
clinics, schools, and district offices and with community leaders. Col-
lating the data was difficult because many PSUs are not self-contained
geographical entities — they may form part of a commmity, or may be
made up of several smaller communities that are not homogeneous.

The importance of motivating the respondents was not overlooked.
Small gifts of household and teoiletry items were presented to respon-—
dents on the second and third rounds. In the first round, they were
given a letter of introduction which told about the gift scheme, and
about the general purpose of the survey. The supervisor was responsible
for assisting the interviewers in obtainirg a strong rapport with each
household, and all efforts were made to use the same interviewer at
each household in all three rounds.

The fieldwork commenced on 23 August 1976 and finished in August
1977. Editing, coding, punching and checking the data continued until
the end of January 1978.

DATA PREPARATION

In order to check logical consistency across all instruments, the

edit/coding principle was to use the same coder to edit all instruments

In the Round Two interview, which took place four months after
the Round One interview, questionnaire MFl (Household Roster) was
repeated in its entirety, as were MF4 and MF5 (Female and Male Time
Budgets).

In the second round the MF2 (Female Retrospective} form was
adapted so that it updated information on pregnancies, breastfeeding,
contraceptive use, and other MF2 events (except job-related infor-
mation, which is obtained in MF4, that began, continued, or ended
after the Round One interview. The MF3 (Male Retrospective) form is
similarly adapted for Round Two. For both the MF2 and the MF3 up-
dates, the question lists and recording forms are combined into a
single instrument. These are presented below.

The Round Two MF6é (Income and Wealth} is practically identical
with the Round Ome MF6, except that the reference period is the pre-
vious four months (i.e., since the first interview), rather than the
previous 12 months, as was the case in Round One. The only other
change was that, unlike Round One where different questions were
asked about large and small animals, in Round Two the same questions
were asked about both types of animals. Only the relevant farm
animals pages of the Round Two recording forms and question lists are
reproduced below.

In Round Two, two new questionnaires were administered--MF7 and
MF8, Female and Male Attitudes and Expectations. The MF7 and MF8

recording forms and question lists appear below on pp. 135-184.

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INTERVIEWER MANUAL

This manual sets out and explains the interviewing procedures

for the Malaysian Family Life.Survey.

It must be read carefully, because although for the most part
it simply confirms what you were told during the briefing, in

some places it tells you about new procedures,

In the briefing and in this manual, we have tried to give you
instructions on what to do in most circumstances.. You must
obey these instructions. If you think a question is un-
necessary or ambiguous, then tell us. Do pot change the
question yourself. We know that there will be circumstances
that we have not thought of. In this case, we expect you to
use your common sense, and to do what you think is best, 1In
these cases you must inform your supervisor and check that

you did the right thing.

The success of this project is in your hands.

Co-operation depends almost completely on you == how well you
can explain the purpose of the survey, and how able you are to

make the interview a pleasant and interesting experience for

the respondents.

At the same time you must obtain complete and accurate infor-

mation on the questions you will ask.

It is not an easy job to keep the cooperation of the respondent
and at the same time to obtain all of the information required.

All of the following poeints are common sense and some are very

*

*

important parts of interviewing technique:

Always be polite

Remember to thank the respondent for the interview

Remember you are a guest in the house: be
careful not to leave pencil shavings or rubber

scraps or pieces of paper

Do not 'push or press' the respondent on answers
to questions. That is, when you receive an
answer that seems impossible or one that is
inconsistent with a previous answer, do seek
clarifications =-- be sure the respondent under=-
stands the questions you are asking. If you

are sure the respondent still has misunderstood
the question, or that the response is obviously
inconsistent with what you already know, then
probe once to trymto clear up the incomsistency.
If the respondent sticks to the original answer,
then record it, note the inconsistency in

'observations' and go on to the next question.

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* Do not challenge or appear to threaten the

Tespondent.

* Try not to talk down to a respondent; adjust

your language if you need to.

* Do not let the respondent feel or think that
you think he/she is stupid or not truthful.

* Do treat each respondent as if his case is the
most interesting and important that you have
ever interviewed, because in fact, that is the

truth.

Remember about confidentiality. Never reveal anything that
one tespondent has told you to another. In the case of

this survey, it is vitally important that this rule is kept
within the case. Also you must resist the temptation to
'help' the respondent by saying, "Well, your husband said ,.."
or to ‘'correct' the respondent by saying, 'oh, but your husband

said he did & of that activity.'

The pages that follow are the notes on interviewing technique

that were issued to you at the beginning of briefing.
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NOTES ON INTERVIEWING TECHNIQUE
FOR MALAYSIAN FAMILY LIFE SURVEY (SRM 9338)

The respondent's first reaction to the request for an interview
is likely to be a mixture of curiosity and suspicion. Therefore

the first impression made by the interviewer is of the utmost

importance.

Naturally, the first thing the respondent notices about the
interviewer is her appearance. Aim for simplicity and comfort;

a simple suit or dress is best.

The next thing the respondent focuses on is what you say and the

way in which you say it.

The ultimate success of the interview will often depend on a
good introduction to create a rapport with respondent to get

her/him to cooperate in giving the needed information.

Always remember the 'rapport' is your goal. Rapport is the term

used to describe the persomal relationship of confidence and
understanding between the interviewer and the respondent. The
respondent's impression of you during your introduction, and the
manner in which you adapt yourself to the situation from the
respondent's point of view, determines considerably the rapport

that will develop.
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A requisite to good rapport is that the respondent knows where
she/he stands in the interview, The interview is actually a
new situation for most people, and when it pegins, the
respondent doesn't know what is expected of her/him nor how far
she/he can safely go on expressing her/his opinions. Obviously
a respondent will react more favourably and openly in a
situation she/he understands and accepts., The respondent must
understand, for example, that the interview is confidemtial and
important, that the interviewer is a friendly person ready to
listen, that she/he can discuss the interview topics in detail,

etc.

Following are some pointers on this introduction:

* Tell the respondent who you are and whom you
represent. Introduce yourself by name,
saying that you are an employee of Survey
Research Malaysia Sdn. Bhd., a research
organisation which does nationwide studies on
topics of national importance. You will
usually show your identification card at this

point to support your statements.

* Tell the respondent what you are doing and

explain in a way to stimulate her/his interest.

THE APPROACH TECHNIQUE

Make the knock or ring loud, but not long or aggressive.

Step back from the door if possible.
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Opening remarks should always be plezsant, persuasive, and

sincere,

Doorstep introductions should be brief. There are usually two

stages in the typical introductory situation:

* The first occurs at the door when you first
make contact with the people in the dwelling

unit,

*# The second stage occurs when you are inside
the house and are able to talk more easily

than on the doorstep.

The doorstep is not a very convenient place to carry on a
conversation and to establish a friendly relationship. For this
reason, the doorstep introduction usually should be brief, just
sufficient to get you inside the house. Once inside, you are in
a better position to convince the person of the value of her/his
cooperation. It is easier for the respondent to say "No, thank

you" on the doorstep than it is in her/his living room.

At the doorstep the interviewer should not ask questions to gain
permission for the interview but should suggest the course of

action she desires. For instance, instead of asking,

"May I come in?" ... to which a respondent could

easily say 'No"

Say, "I would like to come in and talk with you

about this."

Other examples of questions to avoid are,

"Are you busy now?™
("Yes, I am.")

"“"Could I take this interview now?”
("Neo, not now.")

“Should I come back?"
{"Yes, come back later.™)

Questions which permit negative responses can lead the respondent

into refusing to be interviewed.
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The interviewer should assume the respondent is not too busy, and
should approach her meeting with the respondent as though the
interview is going to take place right then, at the time of
contact. By all means, make arrangements to return at a more
convenient time if the respondent suggests this, but accept this
situation only at the respondent’s instigation, Suggest it your-
self only as a last resort when you want to leave the door open
for another try at a time when the respondent might be more

willing to be interviewed.

ANSWERING THE RESPONDENT'S QUESTIONS

Most people will go right through an interview without asking you
any questions. Some will ask for informatiom during the intro-
duction, or after you've started the interview. However, you
should always be ready to answer the respondent’'s questions as they

come up. Some of the questions respondents might ask are:
"How did you happen to pick me?"

"I don't see why I should answer. Why don't you

g0 next door?"
"What's all this about, anyway?"

"Why are you doing this survey?"

"How did you happen to pick me?"

Tell how the respondent was chosen. Sampling probably will not
be understood. It is important that the respondent understands
she/he is part of a "cross section" survey, and that she/he is
chosen quite impersonally only because she/he happens to be a
particular person at a particular address. You may say something
like this:

"You see, in trying to find out what people in
the country think, we don't talk with everyone,
but we try to talk to men and women of different

ages in all walks of life.
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We start by selecting certain towns from all
over the country. 1In each of these areas,
we select smaller areas such as blocks, and
finally a selection of specific addresses is
made., Then when the interviews from all these
addresses are combined, we have a cross section

of the people.”

"I don't see why I should answer. Why don't you go next door?"

This is tricky; since there is no obligation for anyone to
answer. Say that other local people have co-operated (wave some
completed questionnaires) and use the opinion leader or

representative flattery.

“"What's all this about, anyway?"

"Why are you doing this survey?”

Tell the respondent what you are doing. Alsc mention that the
respondent's answers are confidential; neither she/he nor her/

his address will be identified in any way.

THE TECHNIQUE OF ASKING QUESTIONS

Words should be carefully and correctly emphasized.

Never speak too quickly or with slurred inflections.

Always raise the voice slightly at the end to indicate that it is

a guestiom.

Memorize the questions if possible, and ask them while looking at

the informant - but do not trust memory too much.

Ask the questions exactly as writtem on the questionnaire (there

may be a very good reason for that particular phrasing).

If a long question has to be asked take it slowly first time and

repeat it a little more quickly.
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TIPS ON RECORDING RESPONSES

When starting the interview, try to find a place where you will
be able to write comfortably. Just in case a table is not avail-
able, always carry a folder or pad that you can use for a hard-

writing surface.

When the respondent starts to talk, begin to write immediately.
This will help you record verbatim and minimize the time the

respondent has to wait for the next questionm,

GENERAL POINTERS

Always be polite - the respondent is doing you a favour.
Close even the most hostile interview with grace and politeness.

Never lose your temper - the hostility may be passing and another
interviewer may be coming up behind (imagine the position might

be reversed on another occasion!)

Always carry your SRM identification card - this will calm the

suspicious.

Never accept "Don't know" the first time. The "I don't know"

answer can mean any number of things. For instance:

* The respondent doesn't understand the question

and answers "Don't know" to avoid saying she/

he doesn't understand.

* The respondent is thinki the question over
P ng ’

and says "don't know" to fill the silence but

to give herself/himself time to think too.

* The respondent may be trying to evade the issue

because she/he feels she/he is uninformed or
may give the wrong answer or because the question

strikes her/him as too personal, and so on.

Once the last question has been asked make a quick check to see
that nothing has been omitted - if necessary apolngise and ask

any questions that have been omitted.

Terminate the interview politely. Any questions or doubts the
respondent might have about the interview should be cleared up

before you leave.
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Section B

DEFINITIONS CF INCOME AND EARNINGS

MF2, MF3, MF4, MF5 and parts of MF6 deal with income and

earnings of respondents and/or household members.

The definitions of income and earnings are to be the same for
all questionnaires; the only differences are that the time

periods are different for certain questionnaires:

# MF2 and 3 refer to a certain date or period

of a person's life;
* MF4 and 5 refer to the past 4 months;

* MF6 refers to the past 12 months.

We need to know about two types of income/earnings: in cash and
in kind. What you should include under each type of income

depends on the type of work the respondent/HH member does.

a) Employee, working for someone else, for wages
or salary, either part-time or full-time
{Codes 1 and 2)

* You must ask both about earnings in cash

and earnings in kind.

* We want to know earnings before any
government type deductions. The two
main items are taxes and EPF. If the
respondent tells you about other
deductions, note them down and the

amount under “observations".

* Cash earnings is simply the amount the
person receives in money, which he can

spend any way he wants to.

11
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In-kind payments are things a person

camnot spend directly, but must use. For
example, if the employee receives housing
or food or meals, he must live in the house

or eat the meals to receive the benefit.

Bonuses are usually cash, but can be in

kind too. Our rule is always record all

bonuses in the 'in-kind' columms.

Remember to ask about and to record payments

for overtime work and/or sales commissions

as income/earnings.

Employees at higher levels in a company may
receive profit-shares or dividends from time
to time in addition to bonuses, MNote these
payments under 'observations': the type, the

amount and the frequency.

Money the respondent receives to reimburse

directly his business expenses should not be

included as income in cash or kind. If the
respondent has to turn in receipts for hotels
or meals or petrol, etc., and then is paid

back, that is a reimbursal, not income.

General allowances are counted as earnings/

income. For example, if a person receives a
$10 cash meal allowance each week, that is

to be recorded as cash income (because he does
not have to spend the money on food). Also, a
$50 a month housing allowance should be
recorded as cash because the respondent does

not have to spend the money on a house,

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* But if the respondent is given a house, or
if the company agrees to pay part or all of
his rent for a particular house, then that

is to be recorded as income in kind. Record

the value of the rent on the house that the

employer pays.

* Some respondents may have medical planms,
insurance or other "fringe benefits" in their
jobs. 1In general, these are mot part of
income in cash or in kind (because you are
paid medical benefits only if you get sick).
But if the employer pays the premiums on
insurance which is in the employee's own name,
then count the value of the premium as income
in kind.

* A paid holiday (i.e. air ticket plus hotel
bills, etc.) is an in-kind payment.

b) Earnings from self-employment, own business, own

account work (Code 3)

# By earnings, we mean the amount of money a
person has left to spend after he has paid

all his expenses.

* Some self-employed/own account workers,
especially if they are in business part-
nership with some one else, may take a
certain amount of money "out of the business”
each month, and then share the remaining
profit with their partners at the end of the
year. In this case, record the amount taken
out regularly under cash earnings, and the
profit share under "observations™: give
details as to amount, frequency and type of

During the interview avoid the phrase "Do you remember" and
instead ask concrete questions like "Could you tell me" or "I
would like to know ...". Do not suggest answers to the respondent.
Sometimes it is necessary to amplify a question to help a woman
understand it; do so without suggesting a particular answer, e.g.,
“Then, do you have just one child or are there more?"” Do not

ask questions that lead the woman to expect that she can answer in
general form, such as "About when did you begin this job?, "but
ask, "In what month did you begin this job?"

If the respondent offers information about the event of a life

MFé - INCOME AND WEALTH

Usually only some, rather than all, of the sets are asked of any

one respondent.

The desired respondent for this questionnaire is the husband of the
chosen ever-married woman aged 50 or less. If the primary female
respondent is not currently married or her husband is not present,

then this questionnaire should be administered to her.

It is important for each category of wealth or income to repeat
the phrases, "In the last 12 months" and '"or a member of your
household".

I1f there was income or wealth received during the last 12 months
but perhaps not received during the last 8, 9 or 10 months

(i.e. received 11 months ago), it is still of interest in this
questionnaire. Similarly, if another member of the respondent 's
household received income or held wealth of the type asked about
in this questionnaire during the last 12 months, it is important
also to record the income, even though it was not received

directly by the respondent.
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SPECIFIC INSTRUCTIONS

3.

Ensure that you ask each summary question first for the
respondent, then for other members of the household. In
the 'observations' section of this page, you should note
down details of the response, e.g. what are the crops he
is growing or who is the other household member. This is
to help you (and the respondent)} remember what was said

when you get to that particular section,

Take care to emphasise (as in the Time Budgets) that we
want to know about the items the household is having
during the past 12 months, not just about the items they
actually acquired, planted or started to grow in that

period,

Use your skill to explain to the respondent that even
though he has already told us about some of the items, we

need to know more details to record in MF6,

The question refers to items that the household is having
during the past 12 months. For example, if they have a
TV set which they bought in 1973, you should code a '1'

in col. 10.

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In cases where the family has a few fruit trees or a few
heads of cabbage, for example, do not enter these crTops

in the table if the respondent indicates that their value
(either sold and/or consumed) was less than $30 in the
last 12 months. When in doubt about whether a particular
crop should be included in the table, ask the respondent
its value in the last 12 months. If there are small crops
of this sort that are not entered in the table, note their
existence in the "observations™ section. If you can combine
fruits or vegetables to make a total value of 3550 or more,
then use these as one row entry. Write under observations
which items are combined and the individual value of each

one.,

If different types of vegetables or fruits are grown
simultaneously on the same piece of land, all of these may
be entered in onme row of the table under the term "Fruits"
or '"Vegetables'"., The code designation is "Other fruits" or
"Other vegetables™. On the other hand, each type of fruit
that is grown by itself, that is, on one piece of land
without another crop being grown at the same time om the

same piece of land, should be listed separately.

1f there is inter-cropping, you should make separate row
entries for each crop, e.g. rubber and soya beans. In these

cases, questions 2 to 12 must be asked for each row entry.

Irrigation is considered to be any use of water om crops
other than natural rainfall, This includes watering with
hose or bucket and diverting water from a well, lake, or
stream onto crops. This also includes participation in a
community or Government irrigation scheme. If more than one
irrigation source was used, code the source used for the

longest period during the year, but record the total time

that the land was irrigated from any source apart from

rainfall.

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Record whether the seed was improved, that is, a hybrid or
other variety bought from a supplier, or whether it was
regular seed or seedlings, that is, seed or seedlings
simply saved from a previous harvest, either from this farmer
er from another farmer. If you are not sure which code to
enter, write under ''observations" the source of the seed that

the farmer used and where he thinks the seed came from.

For padi, it may be mecessary to ask questions 13~23 twice or
three times according to how many harvests there have been

during the past 12 months.

These questions require you and the respondent to work out
totals. In the PROMPT, we have given examples of the sort of
expenses the respondent should consider. Read the guestiom
slowly, then go through each expense item slowly, asking him
if he has to pay that item and if so how much he pays. Use
the observations to write down each item, his expenses on
that item, and the time unit. Then review these with him,
checking whether there are any other expenses not yet
mentioned. When you are satisfied that they are all there,
add them up, check the total with the respondent and record
it. Ensure that the office can see from your notes what the

items are, and that we can check your calculations.

Question 1 is for large animals, question 2 for small animals.
Question 3 asks about produce from all animals - large snd

small. -

Note that there is a special Cover Sheet for this sectiom
which gives you instructions on using different sets of
record forms if there are separate units. For example, if
the household runs a pig farm, you must fill in details about
the pigs on a pink sheet and on a non~-farm business sheet.

If the household also has a few chickens or ducks which are
not kept as a business, you fill in a pink sheet, but you do

not fill in a business record for this.

Note again that we are asking about land and buildings that

If the respondent or a member of the household has rented out
any of the land or property he owns, the rental is recorded
on these blue pages. The pink page rentals are for land

and property that are not owned.

Note that the gifts are from non-household members. This can
include children who have left home. Again we are looking

for gifts which are meaningful to the respondent.

After completing the record of an item for one household
member, check whether a similar item was received by another
household member, even if this was not mentioned when you

asked the summary questioms.

Question 1 is for money borrowed in to the household,

Question 2 is for money loaned out from the household.

Remember that it is possible to borrow money in order to
lend it out to someone else. In such 2 case, make the entry

for a borrowing and a loan.

Hire purchase or purchase by instalments is a way of borrowing
money, Usually it is necessary to pay a deposit. For
example, if the respondent buys a car on hire purchase by
depositing $3,000 and paying the remainder off in instalments,
he has borrowed 57,000. (Do not add on the interest he will
have to pay.) If he has to borrow $3,000 to pay the deposit
then he has had two borrowings, one of 53,000 and one of
$7,000. These must be entered on separate rows and coded
appropriately. You should explain the details under

observations.
